
Sunday Reflection 
  

The gap between the rich and poor is widening day by day all over the world. 

In developing countries, the gap is even wider because wars of greed and 

corruption which can all summed up as the preacher says, ‘Vanity of vanities.’  

 

In the first reading the preacher cautions that all that is done under the sun is 

futile. We struggle to get wisdom, knowledge and skills to use to accumulate 

wealth by toiling throughout life on earth but forget we are preparing for 

eternal life.  

  

We need God to guide us to make wise decisions and avoid temptations to 

greed, temptations to acquire more and more material possessions, temptations 

to acquire more and more earthly things. Perhaps the reading warns us that 

financial greed and power and corruption is nothing but vanity of vanities. As 

the psalmist says, ‘Make us know the shortness of our life that we may gain 

wisdom of heart.’ 

  

Paul dealt with similar circumstances with Christians drawn to earthly pleasures 

such fornication, impurity, evil desires and greed. He said it is like worshipping 

false gods. Instead, our thoughts must be on heavenly things. 

Paul explains that for followers of Christ there should be no division between 

Jew or Greek, etc. We are all made in the image of God. Through our baptism 

we have put on a new self. However, in today’s world, in our own country we 

see much discrimination and division, contrary to gospel teachings. 

 

Luke’s parable of the rich man (Jesus calls him, ‘Fool,’) trying to expand his 

storage facilities to hoard more, is an example of greed. Here in our country the 

rich continue to buy more property to increase their wealth. Many people are 

being exploited. They have no control of what is going on, e.g., the rising cost 

of living with over the roof prices for most essential commodities. They have no 

barns at all, let alone the need to build more! Some wealthy people scoff at 

government efforts to feed children, e.g., the school fruit programme. 

 

However, Churches today continue 

to remain voices for the 

marginalised. This is a cause for 

hope.  Our challenge is to be voices 

for those who have no voice in our 

workplaces and in our community.
